l Migration and population dynamics

for the same person.
l In addition, the event of birth or death occurs in one specific place; 

migration necessarily involves two areas; the area of origin and the area 
of destination.

l So that, the analysis of migration ratios entails the utilization of 
immigration and emigration data.

l  Contribution of demographers to the development of migration theory 
(Everett Lee 1966 Push and pull theory)

l Age Specific Migration Rates (Age Categories)
l Sex Specific Migration Rates (Male/Female)
l Race Specific Migration Rates (Black/White/Other)
l Education Specific Migration Rates
l ……. any other?
